    English Composition 

	Graduation Requirements: Helps students reach English Language Proficiency in order to meet the Common Core State Standards, to pass the ELPA (English Language Proficiency Assessment), and to be successful in mainstream English and content area classes.

	Prerequisites: This class is for English Language Learners who are in mainstream English classes, but are still eligible for English Language Development support and have passed level ELD IV-A. This is a supplemental English composition class, and does not replace grade level English Survey classes.

	Course Overview: This course addresses English forms (grammar) and functions (language skills) that English Language Learners need to be successful in high school and college. 

	Schedule of Topics/Units Covered: We will study and use ELD forms and functions to meet Oregon’s English Language Proficiency Standards. 
Functions include: Describe and Explain; Compare and Contrast; Summarize and Clarify; Cause and Effect; Evaluate; Sequence and Time; Predict, Infer, and Generalize.

	District Adopted Materials/ Supplemental Resources: Constructing Meaning units, Pathways 4 Listening, Speaking, and Critical Thinking, Azar’s Grammar, Jamestown Readers: (More) Encounters and (More) Conflicts, Edge Level 4, and appropriate supplemental readings, including several informational texts.



	Homework Policy: Homework is intended for students to practice skills independently that we have learned in class. It will not exceed 20% of the grade, and the teacher will only assign homework of educational value that the student should be able accomplish alone. Homework will be accepted late, but there will be a 10% penalty. Help is also available before and after school, and in after-school tutoring or Saturday School. 



	Behavioral Expectations: Students are expected to:

  *Come prepared to learn – be on time, bring materials and homework, study for tests and quizzes, think ahead

  *Be respectful of people and property – be kind to others, listen, think, act responsibly and respectfully 

  *Support each other – encourage others and try new things yourself, help to build a community and attitude of learning, no put-downs
  * Choose to learn – attend and participate regularly, actively look for new things to learn, take responsibility for your own learning



	Assessment/Evaluation/Grading Policy: 

                   The grade for student work will be based on:

    *70% on Assessments (Exams, Quizzes, Essays, Projects, Speeches, Etc…), and 

  *30% on Daily Work (Notebooks (20%) and Participation (10%)) 

  A = 90-100%     B = 80-89%     C = 70-79%    D = 60-69%     F = 0 – 59%

Progress grades are sent out every 6 weeks to show how a student is doing so far, but there is one final semester grade for the class. Students and parents are encouraged to use InTouch online to check grades and to check for missing work. The teacher is very willing to work with a student who falls behind, but it is the student’s responsibility to find out what he or she misses when absent. 

Students who are absent unexcused may not be able to make up work they missed. Keep in mind that the #1 thing that affects student grades is attendance. Come to class, learn, and be successful!
